    receives the chain saw to their fire side. 
	

	8. Firefighter correctly explains the proper technique for cutting an 
    Inspection hole, kerf cut, and smoke indicator hole
	

	 9. Firefighter cuts a heat hole spanning no more than two rafters.

    Cuts shall be as follows: First cut is head cut, second cut is cut along rafter

    furthest from ladder, third cut is bottom cut, fourth cut is along rafter 

    closest to the ladder.
